FRIENDS OF RALEIGH PARK
TREE PLANTING PROTOCOL

1.  This protocol has been developed by the Friends of Raleigh Park in conjunction with BBOWT and Oxford City Council Parks Department, to govern the planting of new trees in Raleigh Park by the Friends of Raleigh Park or private individuals.  
2.  All plantings should be agreed by a representative of Oxford City Council Parks Department, as Trustee of the Park, in consultation with the Friends of Raleigh Park.  Requests from the public should be routed through the Friends of Raleigh Park.  Oxford City Council Parks Department may from time to time declare a moratorium on tree plantings. Oxford City Council Parks Department may delegate the power to agree plantings to the Friends of Raleigh Park.  
3.  All trees for planting shall be native species, sourced from accredited local suppliers and guaranteed disease- and pest-free.  The choice of tree should maintain or improve biodiversity in the park and provide support for bird or insect species.    A list of recommended tree species will be maintained by the Friends of Raleigh Park in consultation with Oxford City Council Parks Department, BBOWT and local experts.  Requests for native trees not on the list will be considered on a case-by-case basis.
4. The location for plantings should be agreed by a representative of Oxford City Council Parks Department in consultation with the Friends of Raleigh Park.  Oxford City Council Parks Department may from time to time delegate the power to agree locations to the Friends of Raleigh Park.  New trees should not be planted in open grassland, wetland or any area destined for wild flower regeneration.   
5.  Trees should be planted by accredited garden or park contractors.  Oxford City Council Parks Department will provide advice on request. Newly planted trees should be protected from damage by deer, cattle etc by wooden or wire enclosures, for a period of xxx years.  No artificial soil improvement or fertiliser should be used. Once established, the tree will be subject to the normal management of trees by Oxford City Council Parks Department. 
6.  Where trees are planted as a memorial, any plaque or stone commemorating the event or the person should be unobtrusive and approved in advance by the Friends of Raleigh Park. 
7.  The Friends of Raleigh Park shall maintain a list of memorial plantings and their locations.
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
